Topic: Quick Engineering Cost Estimates and Trades using Coconomography

Abstract: Coconomography [http://diana.nps.edu/~madachv/coconomographv/! is the graphical computation of

constructive cost models for systems and software engineering using nomographs. They are the most rapid and
simple method of calculating the models by drawing lines. No computers, calculators or manual calculations are
needed. The graphs are printed on paper or used on a flat screen. Nomographs are used for very fast calculations
when approximate answers are appropriate and useful. This presentation will show you how nomographs can be
used to estimate systems engineering and software development costs based upon the COCOMO cost estimation
tools as well as techniques for conducting systems and software engineering trades and feasibility assessments.
